· You MUST clean up your space or you will be charged $150 cleaning fee.

	3. Craft & Asian-themed Booths 

· Merchandise for sale must be handcrafted by the person renting the booth space or business is locally and Asian-owned with products directed at the APA community.

· A Photograph(s) showing the merchandise to be sold at the booth must be submitted with this application.

· Seller must allow for quick inspection of their merchandise on the day of the Celebration.

	


AGREEMENT TO OPERATE BOOTH 

_______________________, (“Operator”), and AsianWeek Foundation, a Nonprofit Corporation, agree as follows: 

Operator will operate booth space at the Asian Heritage Street Celebration to be held on May 19, 2007 at Howard St. between 5th and 7th Streets under the terms outlined in this application and agreement.

(1) Operator will be responsible for all of its agents, employees or independent contractors ("agents").

(2) Operator and agents will only sell or serve items approved in application.
