Spring Valley Wins
AHSC School Fundraiser

Spring Valley Elementary won first place in the Asian Heritage Street Celebration's 2007 School
Raffle Program, selling 805 tickets and raising $2,110 for their school.

"Every dollar helps our school," said Spring Valley Principal Lonnie Chin, who accepted the check
from the AsianWeek Foundation on March 11. Chin said some of the money would go toward the
publishing of the school's 155th anniversary memory book.

Spring Valley sold 500 more tickets than their closest competitor, Wallenberg High School's Chinese
Club, which earned $876. George Washington High School's Japanese Society raised $818.

The AHSC School Raffle Program is a community-based project organized by the AsianWeek
Foundation to provide a no-risk fund-raiser opportunity for San Francisco's public schools, to
enhance children's learning and extracurricular activities, and familiarize students at an early age
about the concepts of giving and raising funds for community purposes. Raffle tickets are sold for $3
each, with money going directly back to each school in proportion to revenue generated. Prizes are
donated from area businesses and are critical to the success of the program.

Last year, approximately $10,000 was raised for 25 different schools that represent over 17,000
students. Top prizes included roundtrip airline tickets, courtesy of Southwest Airlines. Accounting
services for the program were provided by Louie & Wong LLP.

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The Inspiration Behind the AHSC

"Why doesn't San Francisco have an Asian Pacific American street fair?" Asian Public Relations
specialist Grace Niwa asked AsianWeek Foundation's Ted Fang in 2005.

Inspired, Fang decided to create the first-ever Asian Heritage Street Celebration that same year.

A celebration of all Asian and Pacific Islander cultures, the goal of the Street Celebration is to
promote and foster Asian Pacific American identity by bringing together community and encouraging
the sharing of differences and appreciation of diversity.

The AHSC is the only outdoor event in the Bay Area to rotate its location each year, in order to
showcase that APIs reside in all of San Francisco's neighborhoods. The first celebration highlighted
the Japanese community in Japantown, the second showcased the Chinese on Irving St. in the
Sunset district, and last year paid homage to the large Filipino community in the South of Market
area. This year the fair returns to Japantown on May 17.

"l am excited that the AHSC is returning back to Japantown to celebrate the pride, history,
community, and culture of the neighborhood which is home to the Cherry Blossom Festival and the
Nihonmachi Street Fair," said Steve Nakajo, Executive Director of Kimochi, Inc.

In four years, the AHSC has quickly become the country's largest assemblage of APAs.

The AHSC returns all proceeds to various Asian communities, including newer and underserved
communities like the Hmong and Samoans, as well as more established populations. The AHSC has
donated more than $50,000 to 35 Bay Area community groups and charities, who are selected for
their role in assembling diverse elements within the Asian Pacific American community.

Fundraising for San Francisco public schools is another mission of the Celebration, which has created
a raffle program with the goal of teaching children about community philanthropy at an early age. The
AHSC provides prizes and administrative support for students and school groups to sell raffle tickets,
and all proceeds are returned to participating schools.
